Procedure for configuring the Lifesize Networker

Directly Connected Mode 
This option involves directly connecting the Networker to a Lifesize Express, Team MP or Room endpoint for exclusive use of the Networker for outbound & inbound ISDN calling.
Note: This configuration does not require the Networker to be configured with an IP Address 

Note: When the LifeSize Networker is connected to the codec, it obtains power directly from the LifeSize video system and does not need a power supply. 

Note: LifeSize recommends that you do not connect the RJ-45 cables to the BRI ports
or to the PRI port until after you configure LifeSize Networker as a BRI or PRI device.

1. Insert the supplied 9 meter RJ-45 cable into the port marked with the LAN symbol on LifeSize Networker. Insert the opposite end of the RJ-45 cable into the LifeSize video system labelled Networker on the Lifesize Team MP & Room, and the Lifesize Phone interface on the Express.

2. When the cable is connected the LED above the Red reset button should turn Green. If the LED turns yellow verify Networker CAT5 cable is properly connected.

Note: Ensure that you have Flash Player installed and configured on your web browser to access the administrator configuration from a web browser. You can download the Flash Player from www.adobe.com. 

3.  Access the LifeSize Endpoints administrator configuration by opening a web browser navigate to the following address: 192.168.100.1
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4. The Web browser will display a security warning  message, however select the “Continue to this website (not recommended)” hyperlink

5. The Lifesize Endpoints administrator interface appears.
b. On the login screen, choose the language in which to display the interface.
c. Enter the administrator password (the default is 1 2 3 4).
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Configuring LifeSize Networker as a BRI Device

1. Navigate to Preferences/ Communications/ Lifesize Networker/Single BRI Number/ Single Number
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2. Select BRI Single Number to configure each BRI line as a single number, and follow these steps

a. Select the BRI line you wish to configure and click Edit.
b. Enter the number for the BRI line i.e. 01189701763 and click Save Changes.
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3. Select Configuration from the menu bar.
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a. Click the Edit button.
b. Choose the switch protocol i.e. ETSI for the UK to which you’re LifeSize Networker is connected and click Save Changes


4. Note: By default the ISDN ports on the Networker are disabled so will have to be activated in order for ISDN calling to be enabled. The Line Status is active only when it is connected to
the switch and the ISDN communication are successful.


5. Select General from the menu bar and click the Edit button.
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6. Choose the BRI line you wish to configure (or choose All to configure all lines simultaneously) and choose Active or Inactive for Administrator Control.

7. Click Save Changes.

8. Connect up to four 3 meter RJ-45 cables to the numbered ports labelled ISDN BRI.

9. Connect the opposite ends to the ISDN switch. Check that the BRI lines are connected
in the same order in which the ISDN numbers are configured in the Networker.

10. Power cycle LifeSize Networker. To power cycle LifeSize Networker, press (but do not hold in) and release the RESET button on the back of LifeSize Networker. You can also power cycle LifeSize Networker by rebooting the LifeSize system or disconnecting and then reconnecting the RJ-45 cable that connects the LifeSize system to LifeSize Networker.

11. Note: Power cycle LifeSize Networker if you change the switch type in your LifeSize

12.  Place a call to ensure the Networker LED (on the left side of the back panel) is green,
indicating a call is active and LifeSize Networker has been properly configured. If the
LED is yellow; verify that you have connected all cables properly.
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
