Procedure for configuring the Lifesize Networker
Standalone Option 1 
(When the Networker will be located within a comms room or remote location but connected to an Enterprise network and configured for only a single Lifesize endpoint to use for outbound & inbound ISDN calling,)
Note : This configuration requires both  the Lifesize Networker and Lifesize endpoint to be configured
With a static IP addresses 
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1. Connect PSU, LED above Red reset button should turn Green. If LED turns yellow verify Networker CAT5 cable is properly connected.

Note: Do not connect a Lifesize Express. Team MP or Room to the Networker if you have the Networker PSU connected.

Note: LifeSize recommends that you do not connect the RJ-45 cables to the BRI ports
or to the PRI port until after you configure LifeSize Networker as a BRI or PRI device.

2. Insert the 9 meter RJ-45 cable into the port marked with the LAN symbol on LifeSize Networker. Insert the opposite end of the RJ-45 cable into a personal computer that is configured for DHCP, but not connected to a network.
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Note: A straight or a Crossover cable can be used as the Networkers Ethernet port can Auto switch to support either cable convention. 

Note: By default all current network devices issue themselves IP addresses when configured for DHCP and fail to receive an IP Address from a DHCP server. You may need to wait for the operating system to assign an IP address to the personal computer. This IP Address will be taken from a specify IP Address range starting 169.x.x.x

The Lifesize Networker will issue itself the dafault IP Address of 169.254.100.100

Note: Ensure that you have Flash Player installed and configured on your web browser to access the administrator configuration from a web browser. You can download the Flash Player from www.adobe.com. 


3.  Access the LifeSize Networker administrator configuration by opening a web browser navigate to the following address: 169.254.100.100

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5. Networker administrator interface appears.

8. In the DHCP preference, select Disabled. When you disable DHCP, you must enter values for the following preferences:

- IP address
Enter the locally configured static IP address for LifeSize Networker.

- Subnet Mask
Enter the IP address of the subnet mask for LifeSize Networker.

- Default Gateway
Enter the IP address of the default gateway that LifeSize Networker will use.
6. Click Save Changes.
LifeSize Networker reboots and runs with the IP address that you entered in step 5.
7. Click Log Out in the LifeSize Networker administrator configuration.

8. Unplug the RJ-45 cable from the personal computer and connect it to an active port on
your network.

9. On a computer connected to your network, open a web browser and access the LifeSize
Networker administrator configuration using the IP address for LifeSize Networker that
you entered in step 5 as the URL. To log in, see steps 2 b through 2 d.

10. Click Preferences.

11. Click Direct Connect.

12. Select LifeSize System IP address and enter the IP address of the LifeSize video
communications system to use with LifeSize Networker.
Note: The IP address of your LifeSize video communications system appears at the
top of the main screen in the user interface.

13. Click Save Changes.

14. Access the LifeSize video communications system user interface and navigate to Administrator Preferences : Communications : General.

15. Select LifeSize Networker IP Address and enter the IP address of LifeSize Networker
that you entered in step 5.
